The Graduate Schools of Science and Engineering, Waseda University establishes international

Aims to help students develop specialized knowledge and research competences required of
researchers and professionals with expertise in their fields. To obtain the doctoral degree, three
years of postgraduate study with guidance is necessary, as a general rule. Students must also

submit a doctoral dissertation and pass the thesis and final examinations.
