Description: In collaboration with the National Museum of Marine Biology and Aquarium, AIT is launching an Environmental Leadership Camp, which aims to enhance participants' understanding of the role of a global leader and to introduce the tools that rising global leaders need to learn about our environment.  The camp will include discussions on the topics of oceanography, green policy, eco-friendly art and sustainable business.  25 students from Taiwan and 15 Japanese university students will participate in the camp.  At the conclusion of the camp, participants will develop an action plan to address how they will tackle a current environmental issue. This camp is being carried out with the support of past participants in U.S.-sponsored exchange programs (Alumni).    
Program Date: August 29-31, 2014  
Venue: National Museum of Biology and Aquarium, Pingtung, Taiwan
Criteria: 
1. All university/ college students who will be Juniors or Seniors at fall 2014. 

2. Students of all disciplines are eligible and encouraged to apply. 
3. Fluent in English; able to discuss complex issues entirely in English. 
4. Students must be enthusiastic and active in community, and be able to demonstrate leadership potential. 
5. While in-depth understanding of environmental issues is not required, an interest in the environment is essential.  
6. Applicants' essays and English resume quality. 
7. Applicants with strong references from a U.S. alumnus will be given preference. 
Funding: 
The American Institute in Taiwan and its partners will cover all expenses incurred during the camp, including meals, lodging, insurance and other miscellaneous fees.  Participants are required to arrange their own transportation from their home region to a designated meeting point in Kaohsiung.  All participants are expected to actively participate in the intensive curricula throughout the camp.  
Application deadline: June 5, 2014
Selection:  
The American Institute in Taiwan will select 25 students from all regions of Taiwan.  Applicants should fill out the application form below and attach a brief resume in English.  Applications will be reviewed by the Alumni of U.S. Government exchange programs and those selected will be notified by the American Institute in Taiwan to have an interview in English.  Finalists will be notified by AIT by July 14, 2014, and provided with more camp information at that time.
