The International Young Leaders A;sefnbly (IYLA) is a
premiere leadership practicum that addresses the global
challenges of the twenty-first century. Emphasizing the
importance of vision, service, and entreprencurship as the
foundation for effective leadership, the IYLA hosts uni-
versity student leaders and young professionals from
around the world for interactive programs at world-class
institutions. Participants learn important leadership skills
and collaborate on strategies for sustainable peace and

development.
History

The inaugural IYLA in Atlanta in 2012 was jointly organized
by the Global Peace Foundation, the Points of Light Foun-
dation, the Global Young Leaders Academy and the Dr.
Martin Luther King Center for Nonviolent Social Change.
The program included participation in the Americas Summit
with 12 former heads of state hosted at the Carter Presiden-
tial Center, the Global Peace Convention of government and

civil society leaders from 40 nations, and the concluding pro-

gram at the King Center with the leading figures of the Civil
Rights Movement in the United States.

The second IYLA, with the support of UN, World Bank,
UN Missions, Embassies, and many co-sponsors, drew
800 young leaders from over 70 countries for programs at
the United Nations Headquarters in New York, the
