A Humanities and Social Sciences Forum on Contemporary Taiwan Policy Issues 

Monday, 29 September 2014

In conjunction with the Institute of Anthropology, the College of Humanities and Social Sciences, and the Office of Global Affairs, the Center for Asia Policy, National Tsing Hua University is hosting an English-language “Forum on Contemporary Taiwan Policy Issues.” This Forum has the potential to achieve two intertwined goals. The first is to critically assess from the perspective of the humanities and social sciences recent debates about Taiwan’s current polices and future direction (see attached syllabus). The second goal is to promote student and faculty participation and visibility in international English-language academic and public activities relating to Taiwan. The way in which our Forum will achieve these two intertwined goals is by creating an English-language venue at which the personal experiences and research results of students and faculty in the humanities and social sciences and other relevant disciplines can be brought to bear on ongoing policy debates for Taiwan.
Organization. The organization of Forum meetings will begin with several speakers giving brief ten to fifteen minute presentations on the week’s topic in terms of their own personal experiences and research results. Forum participants will then engage in an extended discussion of the presentations and the week’s topic. The last half hour of the meeting will center on comments by William Stanton and other research faculty and then input from interested observers. Occasionally there will be invited guest speakers and/or observers, who will also be asked for their concluding comments. After the Forum meeting, there will be a half hour social so that participants and observers can meet with other participants and observers in an informal one-on-one setting.
Registration. Those interested in attending the Forum meetings should register beforehand by contacting the Forum assistants (see below). It is possible to register either as a “participant” or “observer.” “Participants” are expected to regularly attend the meetings and contribute as speakers and actively participate in the discussion. “Observers” are not expected to be speakers or to actively participate in the discussion, but will have the opportunity to make comments in time reserved at the end of the discussion.

Time. Beginning on Tuesday, 7 October, the Forum will meet on Tuesday evenings of the first and third week of each month from October to January. The 
Forum meetings begin at seven o’clock and conclude no later than nine o’clock. The social half-hour social begins immediately upon the conclusion of the meeting. Refreshments will be served at the half-hour social.
