Please note that some courses at Cambridge may have an 

earlier application deadline. 

January/March 2015 

 

Offers of admission are made by the Graduate 
Admissions office on the recommendation of 
Departments and Faculties at Cambridge 

mid February 2015 

 

The Trust draws up shortlists of eligible candidates 
who have received offers of conditional admission to 
study at the University of Cambridge to send to 
funding partners to consider for their awards 

end March 2015 

 

Ministry of Education to consider applications and 
inform the Trust of their preferred candidates 

April 2015 

 

Offers of awards are made and arrangements are 
made for successful applicants to come into 
residence at the University of Cambridge from
