Town of Tübingen
Tübingen does not have a university, it is a university. The 
picturesque historical town center and its attractive position 
on the Neckar River offer a high quality of life whether you 
are studying, working, or taking a break.

Located at the heart of Europe
Located in Baden-Württemberg, a southern German region 
with strong European traditions, Tübingen is close to Stras-
bourg, France, seat of the European Parliament, and equally 
close to Frankfurt, seat of the European Central Bank.

Stuttgart has very good rail connections, putting it just a few 
hours away from Munich, Berlin and Hamburg.
